Notes:

1. Complete applications received by the 1st of the month will be reviewed by the 15th and applications received between the 1st and the 15th will be reviewed by the last day of the month. See enclosed submittal form.

(Incomplete applications will not be reviewed.)

2. Submit application to the ARB before applying to the Town of Mt. Pleasant for a building permit.  

3.. Refer to Amendment and Restatement of Declaration and Establishment of Conditions, Reservations, and Restrictions for River Station, f/k/a Darrell Creek Plantation for further details.  “Article 11:  The ARB is empowered, on behalf of the Association and affected individual owners, to bring action to enforce the requirements of this Article including, but not by way of limitation, actions for injunctive relief.”

Requirements:

1. Two checks:

Application Fee:

a. For alterations to previously approved applications, and for renovations and repairs which have a roof structure: a check for $500.00 made payable to Gary Crafts, AIA for non-refundable  Architectural fees. Be sure your check references your property address, lot number and homeowner name. 

Or for renovations and repairs of fences, decks and landscaping: a check for $250.00 made payable to Gary Crafts, AIA for non-refundable Architectural fees. Be sure your check references your property address, lot number and homeowner name.

Or for renovations and repairs which include both of the above types of construction: a check for $500.00 made payable to Gary Crafts, AIA for non-refundable  Architectural fees. Be sure your check references your property address, lot number and homeowner name. 

Or for color changes to existing structures: a check for $150.00 made payable to Gary Crafts, AIA for non-refundable  Architectural fees. Be sure your check references your property address, lot number and homeowner name. 
Construction Deposit:
A check for $500.00 made payable to Darrell Creek Architecture Review Board for alterations to previously approved applications, and for renovations and repairs which have a roof structure for a construction deposit. Be sure your check references your property address, lot number and homeowner name.

Or a check for $250.00 for renovations and repairs of fences, decks and landscaping. Be sure your check references your property address, lot number and homeowner name.

Or a check for $500.00 for renovations and repairs which include both of the above types of construction. Be sure your check references your property address, lot number and homeowner name.

There is no construction deposit for color change applications.

This check will be refunded when the following conditions are met:

1) The application for repairs and renovations is approved by the Architectural Review Board (ARB) prior to clearing the property and commencement of construction.

2) Silt fencing is installed and maintained around the perimeter of the lot during construction.

3) Contractor complies with the following hours of construction:

Monday through Friday 7:00AM to 6:00PM

Saturday 8:00AM to 6:00PM

No construction on Sunday 

4) The construction, landscaping, materials and  colors match the approved drawings and samples.

5) The construction site is maintained. Clean up and reseed any damaged rights of way or drainage swales.

6) All renovations and repairs on the home, including complete landscaping is completed within 9 (nine) months from clearing the lot.

2. Documents and samples as specified on enclosed Submittal Form.

3. Contractor:Must be licensed in South Carolina and furnish a copy of contractor’s license  to the Architectural Review Board.

Design Guidelines: Use these guidelines and the guidelines stated in the Amendment and Restatement of Declaration and Establishment of Conditions, Reservations, and Restrictions for River Station, f/k/a Darrell Creek Plantation. If these guidelines are found to be in conflict with any requirements of the Town of Mt. Pleasant, the most stringent requirement will apply.

1. Design Statement: The property owners of Darrell Creek recognize that the appearance of each property in the community contributes to the appearance of the neighborhood and affects all property values. It benefits the entire community to have the appearance of each property harmonious with the natural environment and with the neighboring buildings. The purpose of these guidelines is to support construction that is sensitive to the surrounding properties and the natural setting. 

2. Other Design Requirements:
a) Comply with the requirements for New Construction as applicable.

b) Building design should be compatible with the style, materials, height, scale and mass of the existing structures in Darrell Creek. 

c) Materials for new construction and replacement materials should be compatible in quality, color, and appearance with the materials they replace and the quality, color and appearance of materials on the other neighborhood properties. 

d) All sides of buildings should be treated in a similar architectural manner with no "rear" or "back" sides in terms of quality of design or materials used. 

e) Windows and full view storm doors should be detailed to be compatible in design with the other windows on the property and in the surrounding neighborhood. Storm windows should resemble the inner window as closely as possible in shape and appearance. They should also blend in with the inner window and sash in color. 

f) Small signs not to exceed 12" x 15" are permitted. Temporary political and real estate signs (not to exceed 18" x 26") are permitted.

3. Landscape Requirements:
a) The Town of Mt. Pleasant has a tree ordinance. Tree preservation should be a high priority in siting additions, drives, walks and other site elements. Trees that have a diameter in excess of twelve (12) inches should not be intentionally destroyed or removed except with the prior approval of the Architectural Review Board. Live oak trees of six (6) inches in diameter and larger shall not be cut or destroyed except with prior approval of the Architectural Review Board. 

b) Complete and maintain landscape elements. Mow and prune to maintain plants and yard. 

c) Vegetable gardens should be located to the rear of properties. Vegetables used as part of a larger ornamental landscape element are permitted.

d) Proper drainage of a neighborhood requires cooperation. These standards require homeowners to notify the Architectural Review Board prior to any change in the pattern of drainage from their property. 

4. Environmental Requirements:

a) Maintain water quality in adjacent wetlands by: 

1. Constructing and maintaining a silt fence that prevents silt from entering the wetlands during any alteration and repair. 

2. Using pesticides and herbicides that are not harmful to the water quality of the wetlands.

3. Keeping chemical or biological wastes from being dumped into wetlands or into storm drains. 

b) Clean up after your pet. Clean your yard of pet feces. 

5. Required during repairs and renovations: Building permit and ARB approved plans in builder’s box,

6. Prohibitions: 
a) Anything that detracts from the appearance of the property and adversely affects property values in the neighborhood. Examples of these things include: oversized or numerous sculptures or yard accessories, landscaping or building materials left for extended periods of time, toys, lawn, or athletic equipment left in view for extended periods of time. Other examples include piles of yard trash, garbage or recycling receptacles left on the street for more than 24 hours. 

b) Freestanding covered carports or car shelters. 

c) Chain link fencing. 

d) Above ground swimming pools. Screen filters and other swimming pool equipment from view. 

e) Awnings or canopies not approved prior to installation. 

f) Air conditioners, gas tanks, and water tanks not screened .

1. Modular construction or prefab outbuildings.

7. Enforcement: If it is necessary for the ARB to sanction a builder or owner for failure to comply with these guidelines, such sanction will become the responsibility of the owner.  Sanctions will become liens against said property and owner.
